	∙ Head on a guided visit of Kamp 
Vught, a former Nazi concentration 
camp and now a memorial site.

	∙ Travel to Bruges and explore its 
medieval streets, canals, and the 
iconic Belfry.

	∙ Continue your drive towards 
Brussels and check in at your  
hotel upon arrival.

	∙ Enjoy a lovely dinner and return to 
your rooms for a good night’s rest.

DAY 5  |  BRUSSELS – VIMY 

	∙ Begin your day with breakfast at  
the hotel with your Tour Director.

	∙ Join fellow travellers in honouring  
the 110th anniversary of the Battle  
of Passchendaele. 

Highlights include a full day visit to the 
Passchendaele Museum, trench tours  
in Polygon Wood, living history displays, 
and a student-led remembrance walk  
at Crest Farm.

	∙ Check in at your hotel and have a 
delicious dinner before heading to 
your rooms for the night.

DAY 6  |  VIMY RIDGE

	∙ Begin your day with breakfast at  
the hotel with your Tour Director.

Anniversary ceremony at the Vimy 
Memorial, witnessing tributes  
and speeches honouring Canadian 
soldiers. Reflect on the historical 
significance of the Battle of Vimy 
Ridge and its impact on World War I.

	∙ Return to the hotel for dinner and to 
settle into your rooms for the night. 

DAY 7  |  VIMY – PARIS

	∙ Visit the Wellington Quarry in  
Arras and learn about the 
underground preparations for 
 the 1917 Battle of Arras.

	∙ Board the coach and continue  
the drive to Paris. 

	∙ Arrive in Paris and begin with a 
walking tour of the city, including 
Grands Boulevards and Île de la  
Cité, a small island in the Seine, to 
see Notre Dame Cathedral.

	∙ Stroll through charming  
Montmartre, perched on the city’s 
highest hill, and the stunning 
Basilique du Sacré-Coeur.

	∙ Have dinner at a lovely local 
restaurant and check in at the  
hotel for a good night’s rest.

DAY 8  |  PARIS

	∙ Begin your day with breakfast at  
the hotel with your Tour Director.

	∙ See Paris’s top landmarks, from 
the Opéra Garnier and les Champs-
Élysées to the Arc de Triomphe, 
Eiffel Tower, and Les Invalides.

	∙ Unveil the mystery behind the 
enigmatic smile of the Mona  
Lisa during your visit of the  
Louvre Museum.

	∙ Have dinner at a lovely local 
restaurant and head to the hotel  
for a good night’s rest.
